The Light Reveals Hidden Angels

Recently | read a most interesting story that
think is illustrative of so much of my life — andagbe yours, too,
and ours together ; — That the Light is dimmed.

It was about the Cathedral Church of St. 3barDivine in New
York, one of the city’s premier architectural morants. Actually, the
story was about what worshipers saw and experiemeedsunday.

Seven years earlier its vast sanctuary ariceanterior had
been blackened by a smoky, sooty fire. Year afibssquent year
their ongoing worship services had been shoehdrekithd partitions
in different sections and corners of the churcadcommodate thq
slow and painstaking work of restoration.

Then, at long last, when the work was finalynpleted, a
great three-hour service of celebration and paggavds held to
mark the re-opening after cleaning.

However, it was not all the many public andlesiastical
dignitaries that drew the awed attention of thenats, but the
previously hidden beauty that had been uncover€de service
marked the first time since the fire that the en#00-yard-long
interior of the cathedral, unobstructed by scaffajcor partition
walls, was revealed.

More than that, it was the first time moskfbhd ever seen th¢

splendid details of the original workmanship of theirch. Erected in
the early part of the last century, the buildingiior, even before
the fire, had acquired a sooty coating of urbanjyda

On that day of celebration of re-opening, guers reported
that carved details in the statuary, engravinghénstone corners
of chapels — shades of meaning everywhere one thdkey said
— had come to life as if for the first time

The light now entering the cathedral througtstained-glass
windows seemed to be multiplied many times. Thaestf the
main pulpit, for instance, once a murky gray, nppeared as
white as the robes of the children in the choir.

Bishop Mark S. Sisk referred to this in higaoation, “Almighty
God, give us grace to cast away the works of dakrend put on
the armor of light.”

The congregation was amazed and awed at wimtevealed
when the soot was cleaned away!!!

In that sense, the restoration was like &tspirrevelation
about what may also often be true of our lives.
