One of Your Finest Hours 

 
I remember that day so vividly. 
 
It was September 16, 2001, the first Sunday after “9/11”.

At 
that time I didn’t know any Muslims personally, but I knew 
for sure the terrorists did not represent the Islamic faith any 
more than radical Christian bombers and exploiters represent 
our Christian faith. 
 
So, I contacted the mosque in Greenville and urged them to 
send representatives to speak to us that morning in our 
worship to say how they, too, were victims of ‘9/11’. 
 
I did not know if they would come.  I did not know what 
would happen if they did. 
 
But they did. 
 
And they spoke humbly and begged us to know that they and 
their faith were injured, too. 
 
And you gave them a standing ovation. 
 
That was one of the most moving experiences of the 
presence and Spirit of God I have ever had.  I commend you 
again.
